perishable food and personal care items were collected in September 
during a drive sponsored by the library for its neighbor, Canandaigua 
Churches in Action. 

Foreign Film Festival – Wood Library sponsored its 7th annual 
Reel World International Film Festival screening independent 
films that offer a different perspective on the world.

Travel Series – Starting with a program that highlighted Peace Corps 
opportunities for adults age 50 and older, the World series featured 
trips to locations off the beaten tourist path in Peru, China, Saudi 
Arabia, Spain, and the Dominican Republic. 

Summer Reading Programs – “Catch the Reading Bug” and 
“Metamorphosis” engaged kids, teens and adults in a wide variety 
of fun learning activities. Adding to the excitement was an invasion 
of the library by insects, compliments of Bridges for Brain Injuries’ 
Wildlife Defenders, and a display of larger than life bug photos cre-
ated by local photographer, Peter Blackwood.

2nd Annual Teen Bake-off – 14 teen bakers entered this competition 
sponsored by the library. They were charged with baking the “best 
darn cake Canandaigua has ever tasted.” Judges from Wegmans, 
Buttercups Bakery, and the NYS Wine and Culinary Center cast the 
deciding votes. 

Teen Theater – 18 teens wrote, directed, produced, and performed 
an original play entitled Traffic Circle during the library’s 9th annual 
summer teen theater experience. This program is the only one of 
its kind in the Canandaigua area offering teens an intensive theater 
experience at no-cost to participants. The 2008 program was partially 
funded by contributions from the Thompson Health Foundation and 
Wal-Mart.

Summer of Strategy: A Gaming Series – Led by John Michalko, local 
gamer and middle school teacher, this weekly program unlocked the 
mystery and background on popular strategy board games.
